Dear brathers and sisters n Chrst,

The last two months on furlough have been a little different from our nomm. While we didn’t come off the road
completely. I cut down the mumber of meetmgs and we spent some tme in south central Indiana at a missions
housing complex called The Shepherd’s Bethel m West Baden Springs. This 5 a mimstry for Independent Baptist
missionaries Whose purpose i to provide low cost, fumished missionary housing. We stayed there on our last
furlough and had a very good experience so we wanted to retumn and use this time to focus on more preparation
for our return to Mozambique which should be duning the second week of June. [have not been able to keep up
mch with recordngs that I want to supply to rural contacts m the last several weeks, so I took about 6 weeks’
worth of time i March and April to teach verse by verse through the book of John. When I ongmally thought
about teachmg John I had in mind about 30 class sessions (about 30 mimutes each). In fact, after getting through
the whole book it ended up taking 84 sessions. Iwas able to get into quite a bt of detail in the study, but would
not have been able to complete i with 2 normal travel schedule. I stll am hoping to try and record a study on
OT/NT survey before we get back, but we'll see how it goes. There are several things we try to get done during
our firlough of which I think reperting to our supporting clurehes is the most important, but it's also a time to
give ourselves more to prayer and the mmistry of the word. Please pray that the Lord will use these studies when
we get back to Mozambique.

I had an opportunty to talk with Fazenda this past month and it sounds like things are going smoothly at the
Nhaurr church He talked more about some of the issues I mentioned m our last prayer letter. In addition to over
ore billion dollars of misallocated debt, just about 2-3 weeks ago there was another 1.4 billion dollars” worth of
hidden debt found that was not reported to the International Monetary Fund. The currency contimues to weaken
and now some countries are rescinding aid commitments. In addition. people are trying to avoid traveling as road
ambushes (politically related) along the mam highways are contiming. One good thing is it appears the 3 hour
route we need to take to get to Chimodo is one of the safer routes. That bemg said, please keep ow retum in
prayer especally for our travels within the country.

Overall T think we have been successfil m working on the transthion of Andrew, Jonathan and Priscilla to stay
here when we retom. Jonathan and Priscilla still need to get ther permanent driver's licenses, but we hope that
1s coming 5000 (T do understand that’s not the normal thing parents hope for!) Please keep them in prayer. We
have a boatload of mmor issues to take care of m May as well. It hias been a good firlough but we're ready to get
back. Thank you for your prayers and support in making this labor possible.
