Satanic after-school clubs 

In today’s society, 
Atheist and Satanist 
think that they are 
doing some new thing 
by turning the tables 
on Bible believing 
Christians. They are 
not.  The Bible says 

there is nothing new under the sun 
(Ecc. 1:9).   

They are working very hard to 
label Bible believing Christians as 
cultist. This started a while back 
when they begin using the word 
Fundamentalist in association with 
all forms of cults. They use this 
word because Bible believing 
Christians already called them-
selves fundamentalist.  

Bible believing Christians 
meant that they believed in the 
fundamentals of the faith: That a 
person had to believe in the Lord 
Jesus Christ to be baptized and 
join the church. They believed that 
salvation was by grace, and grace 
alone. They believe that there 
were no other works that were 
needed in order to obtain salva-
tion. These were the fundamentals 
of the faith. 

Because “fundamentals” was a 
word used to label Christians who 
believed in the “fundamentals of 
the faith,” it was easy for the Sa-
tanist and Atheist to connect 
Christians with the word when 

they successfully got people be-
lieving it held a bad connotation.  
They successfully lumped Bible 
believing, God loving, Christ exalt-
ing Christians in the same group 
as fundamentalist terrorists. It is 
not to our surprise that it seems as 
though the world has now turned 
against bible-believing Christians 
with a Vengeance.  It really is no 
strange thing that there is a swift 
gathering to the goal to stamp out 
or eradicate Bible believing Chris-
tianity.

Sorry we haven't done an update recently. For some reason, summer seems 
to be busier than during the school year. We've had to get some apartment 
repairs taken care of. Fortunately, the school takes care of these. We had 
some plumbing and electrical work done so we should be okay until the next 
thing breaks. 

We just celebrated our 5-year anniversary this month. It's been a good five 
years and I hope we have quite a few more. 

Our translator is doing the final edit on two books we've had translated into 
Chinese which is exciting. Hopefully, we will be able to make copies of both 
of these books later this year. Also, our Bible Study classes have been fuller 
since the children are out of school. We would like to do a week of special 
children's classes if we can work out a time around vacations and before they 
start school again.  

We've also had multiple hospital visits the last few weeks. I had to go for a 
check-up and Carolyn's fibromyalgia medicine was changed so she had to do 
a follow-up to make sure the transition was going well. She seems to be ad-
justing to the new medicine and is sleeping better most nights. And, her thy-
roid test came back normal. Last year, it was low, so the normal result is es-
pecially good news.  
 
Then, we had to return for blood tests because we didn't realize the tests we 
needed required fasting.  
 
The third trip was to redo one of Carolyn's blood tests because the hospital 
lost the first one. They aren't used to couples sharing the same family name 
here, so we think that mixed them up a little. However, a trip to the hospital 
requires close to two hours round trip, plus waiting at the hospital and going 
three times in one week is just no fun at all. 

Carolyn went to the eye hospital this morning only to find that the doctor she 
sees is out of town. He is only at this hospital on Saturdays anyway, but they

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The organization of satanic 
clubs for after school activities is 
said to be beneficial because of its 
emphasis on teaching science and 
logic.  

Friends you don’t need to have 
a satanic Club to teach science and 
Logic. The Bible is very explicit in 
the teaching of science and logic.

It is the kind 
of persecution that is directly asso-
ciated with indoctrination. It is the 
kind in which they claimed Satan-
ism to be a religion on the level of 
Christianity. When Satanism be-
comes a religion, it can be free to 
participate in the same rights as 
other religions. To do this, they 
must move Christianity from the
